Annual plants and perennial plants

Annual plants die in the winter season. You must replant them every year. Perennials come
back every year. You only plant them once.

Perennials grow back each year from roots that go dormant in the soil in the winter. Annuals
only grow for one season. New plants come from seeds. Annuals produce more flowers and bloom
for a longer period of time than perennials. Annuals bloom from spring till the first frost. Perennials
generally bloom for a single season: summer, spring or fall. There are ever-blooming perennials that
bloom longer, but annuals produce the most flowers for the longest amount of time. There is no such
thing as an annual perennial. A plant either lives for one year or it lives for many years.

Annuals produce more flowers because they have just one season to make enough seed to
reproduce. To make a lot of seeds, the plants need a lot of flowers. Annuals are making the most out
of the short life they have.

Perennials don’t have the same pressure to reproduce as annuals do. They will be around from
year to year, so they put their energy into growing strong roots instead of growing lots of flowers.

Some of the most popular perennials are coneflowers, clematis, veronica, peonies and
coreopsis. Popular annuals include zinnias, sunflowers, petunias, bachelor’s button and marigolds.

What is the root of a plant?

The roots of plants are their warehouses and serve three primary functions: they anchor the
plant, absorb water and minerals for use by the plant and store food reserves.

There are two main types of roots in plants: a taproot system or a fibrous root system. In the
taproot system, the primary root continues to grow into one main trunk with smaller root branches
emerging from its sides. Taproots can be modified to serve as carbohydrate storage, as seen in carrots
or beets, or to grow deeply in search of water as those found in poison ivy.

The fibrous system is another type of roots in plants. These roots are generally finer than tap
roots and form a dense mat beneath the plant. Grass is a typical example of a fibrous system. The
fibrous roots in plants like sweet potatoes are good examples of the types of roots in plants that are
used for carbohydrate storage. How do plants grow from roots? In plants grown from seed, the plant
and root grow from separate parts. Once plants are established, the green or woody part of the plant
can grow directly from the fibrous roots below, and often, the plant stem can produce new roots.
Root tubers found in some plants can develop buds that will produce new plants. Plants and their
roots are so connected that no plant can survive without its root system for support and nutrition.

Das betrifft, wie wir heute wissen, die
Verbindungen oder lonen (z.B. K+, NH4+, NO3+). Also die meisten Elemente werden in Form
unterschiedlicher Verbindungen aufgenommen und verwertet.
Als Kriterium fiir die Zuordnung eines Elementes zu den Ndhrelementen gelten heute:



- dass die Pflanze ohne dieses Element ihren Lebenszyklus nicht vollenden kann und
Mangelsymptome zeigt. Diese Symptome sind nur durch Zufuhr des Elementes zu beheben und nicht
durch Verabreichung anderer.

- dass das Element im Molekiil eines lebensnotwendigen Pflanzenbestandteiles oder eines
Metaboliten enthalten ist.

Nach dieser Definition lassen sich die Néhrelemente als lebensnotwendige Elemente von den
Ballastelementen unterscheiden. Aber nicht immer. Beispielweise haben manche Grundstoffe nur fiir
bestimmte Pflanzen Né#hrelementcharakter, fiir andere nicht. So ist Co im Vitamin B12 der
symbiotisch lebenden Stickstoffbinder von Leguminosen enthalten, wird von diesen Pflanzen jedoch
nicht bendtigt, wenn sie Mineralstickstoff (NH4+, NO3+) aufnehmen. Bei Reis und Zuckerrohr
fordert Si das Wachstum stark; es gibt jedoch keinen Beweis, dass ihr Lebenszyklus ohne dieses
Element nicht vollendet werden kann.

Aus diesen Beispielen ist zu erkennen, wie vielseitig die Problematik ist, wenn es um die
Zuordnung eines Elementes zu den Nihrelementen geht. Dennoch kann man heute sagen, dass
mindestens N, P, K, Ca, Mg, S, Fe, Mn, Zn, Cu, B, Mo, Ni und CI fir alle hoheren Pflanzen
Nahrelementcharakter besitzen.
